Senior Breakfast 2012 – Code of Conduct and Dress Code

To ensure that everyone has a memorable time, all participants will be expected to abide by the rules of conduct associated with Dr. Michael M. Krop Senior High School functions, in particular the following:

(1) You may not attend if suspended any time after you purchase the ticket up until the Senior Breakfast.

(2) You must have your school ID with you the morning of the breakfast.

(3) Tickets are non-transferable and non-refundable.

(4) You must have no financial obligations to purchase a ticket.  Additionally, you must have your community service completed and recorded.

(5) Just as in school, you are expected to refrain from using profane language, drugs, alcoholic beverages, and tobacco.

(6) The chaperones attending this event with you have all volunteered to come.  Thus, this event would not be possible without them.  You are to give them your full respect (at the school, at the Kovens Center, and going to and coming back from the event).  If they ask you to do something (or not to do something!), then do it without arguing.

(7) The basic concepts of the school dress code policy will be enforced.  Attire that is overly revealing, low cut, or excessively sheer is not appropriate for any school activity.  Please keep this in mind and plan accordingly.  It would be most unfortunate to spoil this high school experience through poor choices causing you to be prohibited from attending this event.  If you are in doubt about your outfit, please check with Ms. Elias.
(8) The dress code for Senior Breakfast is Semi-Formal as defined below.  If you violate this dress code, you will be sent back to class and unable to attend.
Gentlemen:  Dress pants and dress shoes are REQUIRED.  Students are required to wear a dress shirt and dress pants . . . a suit jacket or a tie is not required but would not be out of place if worn.  Linen suits are acceptable.  DO NOT wear sneakers, tennis shoes, baseball caps or hats, skullies, denim, t-shirts, polo-shirts, pullovers, pajama-type outfits, or shorts.  No props or canes.  
Ladies:  Either a semi-formal dress or pants outfit is required.  Clothing can not be see-through.  Spaghetti strap dresses are allowed, as long as they are modest.  Backs of dresses should be no lower than upper waist.  Low cut dresses and dresses without sides are not allowed.  Dress shoes or sandals are permitted.  No sneakers, tennis shoes, hats, scarves, denim, pajama-type outfits, or shorts.

Violation of school rules will result in disciplinary action in accordance with school policy, including not being allowed to attend other senior activities.  In purchasing a ticket, you are acknowledging your willingness to follow the above rules and guidelines.  If you are told that you cannot attend the event for violating any of the above rules, you will not be reimbursed for the ticket.
